History of Tea.

One of the legends says, —Long ago the shepherds noticed that their sheep began climbing
up the hill easily after having nibbled leaves of an evergreen bush which grew high in the mountains.

The shepherd decided to test the magic power of that miraculous plant. They dried the
leaves, poured boiling water and began to drink fragrant herbal potion feeling instantaneous burst of
strength. This is a legend but maybe it is true. It is indeed known that tea came from China. Tea was
first mentioned in Chinese writing in 2 500 B.C In old times tea was valued very much. The
emperors rewarded their people with tea for particular services. Later, leaves of tea were pressed into
cakes which were used for money. And the population paid a special tax called a tip. Much later, tea
appeared in other countries of Asia and Europe.

There are different tea ceremonies in different countries: in China it is a solemn, complex
and very quiet ceremony, in Japan — complex, formal being one of the most well known, in Iran and
in the Persian culture it is —the first thing you will be offered when a guest at an Iranian household—
is teal, in Russia — fire glasses after being in the bath — house, in modern Russia — a kitchen talk with
last year jam; in England — a high society talk with a cup of tea from a thin porcelain cup at 5 o’clock
p.m.But everybody drink green tea in the same way — from the tiny cups, not in a hurry, with a taste.

A great deal of China teas are divided into such groups: black, green, red and yellow. First
any tea leaf is green. Making black teas a leaf passes through such stages of processing: dry-curing,
rolling, fermentation and drying. The production of green tea is simpler. It is rolling and drying.

In Russia tea is served in a teapot and boiling water in the samovar. Abroad this Russian
invention is called a Russian tea machine. The most famous samovars were made in Tula. One of the
most important qualities of a samovar was the fact that it allowed to catch the moment of such
temperature which is suitable for brewing tea. As it is known, it is forbidden to brew a lot of kinds of
tea with a hard boiling water. Usually there were a lot of different sweets on the Russian tea table.

The English know how to make tea and what it does for them. Seven cups of it will make
you up in the morning and nine cups will put you to sleep at night. If you are hot. Tea will cool you
down, and if you are cold, it will warm you up. If you take it in the middle of the morning and it will
stimulate you for further work; if you drink it in the afternoon, it will relax you further



thought. Then, of course, you should drink lots of it in off hours. In England they say
jokingly:

—The test, of good tea is simple if the spoon stands up in it, then it is strong enough; if the
spoon starts to wobble, it is a weak beverage.

The Russian Federation was set up by the Constitution of 1993. After its destruction in
1991, the Soviet Union was broken up into an independent Russian and 14 other new, sovereign
nations.

The Russian Federation is a presidential (or a constitution) republic. The President is the
head of state and is elected directly by the people. He controls all the three branches of power. The
President is commander-in-chief of the armed forces, he makes treaties and enforces laws, appoints
the prime minister, cabinet members and key judges. The President can override and in some cases
even dissolve the national parliament, the bicameral Federal Government. The President is involved
in the work of the legislative executive branches.

The government consists of three branches: legislative, execution and judicial. Each of
them is checked and balanced by the President. The legislative power is vested in the Federal
Assemble. It consists of the Federation Council (upper house) and State Duma (lower house). The
members of the State Duma are elected. It is formed of the heads of the regions. Each Chamber is
headed by the Chairman. Legislature is initiated in the State Duma, but to become a law a bill must
be approved by the lower and upper houses and signed by the President. The executive power
belongs to the Government. The judicial branch is represented by the Constitutional Court, the
Supreme Court and regional courts.

English is spoken as a first language by several countries including Great
Britain, Australla New Zealand, South Africa, Canada, and the United States. While all of these
countries share the same mother tongue, there are some differences in the way they speak and write.

The first difference is in the accent. Another difference is the spelling of some words. And
a third difference is that some of the words are not the same at all. So which English is the best
English to learn? Well, there is no best English. They are all equally good and correct.

B. English is the official language of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland and it's a first

language for the majority of its citizens. However, visitors to the UK are often surprised
that they have difficulties in understanding the language. In Britain every part of the country has its
own way of speaking English. About 25% of people in Wales still speak their native Celtic language
called Welsh. In some regions of Scotland Gaelic is used as a first language. In Northern Ireland
about 7% of people are bilingual and speak English and Irish Gaelic.

C. About one hundred years ago many educated people learned and spoke French when
they met people from other countries. Today most people speak English when they meet foreigners.



It has become the new international language. There are more people who speak English as a second
language than people who speak English as a first language. No wonder it is represented in every
continent and in the three main oceans - the Atlantic, the Indian and the Pacific.

D. In 1887 a Polish linguist L.L. Zamanhof invented what he called a universal
second language. This language took the best bits of many European languages to make a new one
for everyone to understand. He called it Esperanto. There are a reasonable number of fluent speakers
of the language

- though nobody is

sure how many. Some say 100,000, others - 2,5 million.

E. People have long been interested in having one language that could be
spoken throughout the world. Such a language would help to increase cultural and economic ties and
simplify communication between people. Through the years, at least 600 universal languages have
been proposed, including Esperanto, but English, according to specialists, has better chances to
become a global language.

F. One billion people speak English today. That's about 20% of the world's
population. 400 million people speak English as their first language. For the other 600 million people
it's either a second language or a foreign language. As a second language English is spoken in more
than 60 countries. Besides, 80% of all information in the world's computers is in English, 75% of the
world's letters and faxes are in English, 60% of all international telephone calls are made in English
and more than 60% of all scientific journals are written in English too.

G. The modern world is becoming smaller all the time. Every day distances
between different countries seem less. For this reason it's becoming more and more important to-
know different languages, especially English. To know English today is absolutely necessary for
every educated person, for every good specialist because it is the language of communication,
business, science and culture.

Public or bank holidays require all business and other bank institutions to close for the day
and to give the employees a paid day off. They are: Christmas, New Years Day, Easter, St. Patrick’s
Day, etc. Traditions respected on these days are various and interesting: for example, on the
President’s Day girls are to ask boys off for a date, or invite them to a party or to the cinema, or even
ask him to marry her.

The Midsummer Day, on the 24th of June gives a possibility to visit the Stonehenge — the
biggest stone circle, dating back to the 1st century BC, built by Druids, and is considered their
calendar, used to count months and seasons.

If you visit UK on the 31st of October, you can meet witches, wizards, ghosts and different
types of evil spirits appearing on Halloween. It is common for people to spend thousands of dollars
on dresses, masks and other types of Halloween attributes. The celebration begins long before the
31st. People decorate their houses with pumpkins — they cut out the middle of the pumpkin, cut holes
for eyes and mouth and put a candle inside. Some cities make a whole competition and parade of the
best pumpkins of all. Children have a special tradition to go to their neighbors and play —Trick or
Treat!l . If people give them money they will go away, otherwise they will play a trick on you by
drawing something dreadful on your house or your car.

The History of Stereometry

The first geometrical knowledge was originated from the practical needs of people in
ancient times.

People measured distances, made straight spears and arrows, compared their length, etc.

Farming and constructing played a very important role in the development of geometry.
People worked out the new rules of comparing figures, calculating some geometrical values and
volumes and the rules necessary for the construction of buildings. These rules appeared in Egypt and
a bit later in China and India approximately in the 12th century B.C. In other words the age of
geometry is no less than 4 or 5 thousand years

Originally geometry was not a mathematical science though ancient Egyptians knew some
facts of geometry such as the volume of a sphere, the Pythagoras theorem and some others.
Geometry as a science got its further development in ancient Greece in the 7-5 century B.C.

We have been studying plane figures which have only two dimensions; length and width.
Now we will study figures with three dimensions. Figures that have three dimensions are called
geometric solids or solid figures. The three dimensions are length, width and thickness or height.

PRISMS.A prism is a solid, each side of which is a polygon, and the upper base of which is
parallel and congruent (exactly the same in size and shape) to the lower base; corresponding vertexes
of the top and bottom polygons are joined by parallel edges. In a right prism the lateral faces (sides)
are perpendicular to the bases.

Right prisms include; the rectangular prism and the cube. A geometric figure which has six
sides, all of which are rectangles, is called a rectangular prism. If the dimensions (length, width and
height) of a rectangular solid are equal, the solid is called a cube. The faces of a cube are squares.

THE RIGHT CIRCULAR CYLINDER.A cylinder is a circular prism, the bases of which
are equal circles that are parallel to each other. If the sides of the cylinder are perpendicular to the
bases, the cylinder is called a right cylinder. The axis of a right circular cylinder is the line between
the centres of the bases.

A PYRAMID. Itis a solid figure formed by a polygon called the base and sizes of triangles
meeting at a common point called the vertex.

A CONE is much like a pyramid but has a circle for a base.

There are a lot of volcanoes on the Earth. A volcano is a mountain that forces hot gas,
rocks, ash and lava into the air through a hole at the top. Some volcanoes are not immediately



dangerous because they are not active and have become dormant. Others will never be dangerous
again because they are completely extinct. Active volcanoes can erupt. Some of them erupt slowly
and quietly. This slow eruption can last for months or even years. Sometimes volcanoes erupt very
quickly and noisily.

Under the surface of the earth it is very hot. The rocks are not hard and solid. They are
thick and liquid. This liquid rock is called magma. Sometimes there is an opening in the rocks on the
surface. Then magma can come up through this opening and the volcano erupts. Dust and pieces of
rock are thrown up into the air.

Isaak Newton

The great English scientist was born not far from the university town of Cambridge in
1642. In his early years he made various things such as a clock that worked by water, a sun — dial and
others.

When he grew older, he took a considerable interests in mathematics. His ability as
mathematician and physicist was very important. His first experiment was carried out when he was
16 years old. In 1661 he entered the University of Cambridge where he studied mathematics.

He became famous for his contribution to mathematics by the time he was 21. At the age of
22 he began studying the theory of gravitation.

Once he saw an apple fall from a tree and concluded that it was being attracted by a force.
At Cambridge he read the writings of Galileo and worked out the methods of calculus.

He performed many experiments with light and found that white light was made up of rays
of different colors and developed differential and integral calculus. He died in 1727 at the age of



85. He was buried with honors as a national hero in Westminster Abbey.

M.V.Lomonosov is the father of the Russian science an outstanding poet of Russian
Literature. He wanted to study explore the world. When he was 19 he went on foot to Moscow. After
graduating from the Slavic-Greek-Latin Academy he studied Chemistry and mining in Germany. He
was a physicist , a painter, an astronomer, a geographer, a historian and a poet.

A.F.Mozhaisky, born in1845, was a great constructor an inventor of the first airplane in
Russia. The learnt the building of the bird’s wings and flying kites and used it in his research
experiment. The flight of his —flying machinel was not a success but it is interesting for us as the
first attempt of designing the plane with a man on board. A.F.Mozhaisky was not a pilot. He was an
engineer in the Russian Military Fleet but all his life he devoted to airplanes. He was allowed to build
a plane with two steam engines in1881. The official documents of this plane are not found.

His flight was a failure. In 1955 the Leningrad Military Academy of the Red Army was
named after A.F.Mozhaisky.

S.P Korolev was the founder of Practical Cosmonautics. Academician Korolev was the
chief constructor of the first sputniks and spaceships. Korolev was born in the Ukrainian small town
of Zhitomir in a family of teachers. He was good at maths, physics and literature. He read a lot of
books. In1923 he joined Pilot’s Club where he learnt to construct gliders and to fly them. After Kiev
Polytechnical Institute he entered the Moscow Higher Technical School. During the Great Patriotic
War he constructed a jet engine for aeroplanes and rockets. The first man-made sputnik of the Earth
was a result of hard work of Korolev.

Lev Davidovich Landau is a great scientist, a physicists and the winner of the Nobel Prize
in 1962. His name is widely known in the world of science. At the age of 13 he finished the
gymnasium and went to the Technical School. He worked in laboratories of Germany and England ,
in Cambridge.

Andrei Dmitrievich Sakharov was an outstanding scientist and a great human being. He is
the first inventor of the nuclear bomb in the world He was the hero of the Socialist Labour and the
State Prize for his research work. Andrei Sacharov was one of the best representatives of humankind.
He led to the hydrogen bomb but he understood the danger of wars and he struggled against unjustice
and for democracy. He was awarded the Nobel Prize in 1975 for humanism.

The Road to the Stars

When did man first begin to think of space travel? Man began to think of space travel in the
second century A. D. At that time a Greek, Lucian of Samos, wrote a fantastic story about a man who
was carried to the Moon by a storm. In his second story about space, Lucian's hero flew to the Moon
with a pair of wings which he had made himself.

But for the next 1400 years, in the years of the inquisition, people could not even think of
travelling to the Moon. About 300 years ago the famous Italian astronomer Galilei looked through
his telescope and told people about the other worlds which he had seen. Again people began to think
of reaching other planets.

In 1634, there appeared a story about a journey to the Moon by Johannes Kepler, the
German astronomer. He discovered how the planets moved around the Sun. Kepler was a scientist
but in his book his hero was carried to the Moon by «magic moon people», who could fly through
space. Kepler gave a detailed description of the Moon which he had seen through his telescope.

After Kepler's book, there were many others about space travel.

The first serious story of space travel was written in 1640 by Bishop Wilkins of England.
He described physical conditions on the Moon and he also said about the ways in which man could
possibly live on the Moon. The first man who wrote about a rocket as a spaceship was the
Frenchman, Cyrano de Bergerac. In his book his space travellers flew to the Moon and the Sun in the
rocket.

When those books were written, nobody seriously thought about space travel. Then in 1865
Jules Verne, the French novelist, wrote the story «From the Earth to the Moon», in which he tried to
show the scientific principles of space travel. By the time that H. G. Wells, the English author, wrote
«The First Men on the Moon» in 1901, man was already at the beginning of a new era in the
development of air travel and conquering outer space.

This increasing dependence, on both a national and international scale, forced us to create
systems that can respond immediately to dangers, enabling appropriate defensive or offensive actions
to be taken. These systems are operating all around us in military, civil, commercial and industrial
fields. A worldwide system of satellites has been created and it is possible to transmit signals around
the globe by bouncing them from one satellite to an earth station and then to another satellite and
soon.

Originally designed to carry voice messages, they are able to carry hundreds of thousands
of separate simultaneous calls. These systems are being adopted to provide for business



communications, including the transmission of voice and facsimile messages, data and
video data. It is probable that future wide use of satellites in the area of telecommunications will
provide a great variety of information services to transmit directly into our homes, possibly including
personalized electronic mail. The electronic computer is at the heart of many such systems, but the
role of telecommunications is not less important- There will be a further convergence between the
technologies of computing and telecommunications. The change of this kind will lead us to the
database culture, the cashless society, the office at home, the gigabit-per- second data network.

One cannot doubt that the economic and social impact of these concepts will be very
significant. Already, advanced systems of communication are affecting both the layman and the
technician.

The new global satellite-communication systems offer three kinds of service.

The first one is voice messages. Satellite telephones are able to make calls from anywhere
on the? Earth to anywhere else. That makes them especially useful to use in remote, third-world
villages (some of which already use stationary satellite telephones), for explorers. Today's mobile
phones depend on earth-bound transmitters, whose technical standards vary from country to country.
Satellite telephones can solve this problem, but it is not a cheap service.

The second service is messaging. Satellite messages have the same global coverage as
satellite telephones, but carry text alone, which is extremely useful for those with laptop computers.
As we see, the Internet works in space too. The only problem for ordinary users is one-way
transmissions. This problem is solved by using combine transmissions, when you make a call using
land communications and receive ordered information through your satellite plate.

The third service is tracking. VVoice and messaging systems also tell their users where they
are to within a few hundred meters. Combined with the messaging service, the location service could
help rescue teams, to find lost adventurers, the police to find stolen cars, exporters to follow the
progress of cargoes and so on. Satellite systems provide better positioning information to anyone
who has a receiver for their signals.

To my thinking, satellite method of communication is the future for all kind of
telecommunications.
